Swine Fever or Hog Cholera
is a Devastating Disease of Pigs —

Prevent It

Hog cholera is a highly contagious viral disease of pigs. It is also popularly
known as classical swine fever, swine pest and hog cholera. Disease is
caused by Pestivirus and resulted high mortality in young and adult pigs.

Why we concern about Hog Cholera?

All age groups of pigs are susceptible to Hog cholera Virus infection. Disease
causes 100% mortality in young and grower; high morbidity in finisher and
farrowing pigs leading to huge economic loss in pig farms. As an example

From a healthy Litter Av. 8 no. of growing pigs can be obtained
at market age and total income will be 8 X 4,000/- = Rs 32,000/-

From Hog Cholera affected Litter no pigs will be survived
and income will be nil.

Which animals are affected?

Besides our domestic pigs, wild hogs and Pygmy hogs are also affected in
Hog Cholera.

How Hog Cholera Virus spreads?

Susceptable pigs are infected through direct contact with affected animals and
direct or indirect contact with pig products like pork, blood, animal waste. Virus can

also spread through migratory pigs, newly procured young one from market,
farmers, doctors, vehicles, shoes etc.
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How you recognize Hog Cholera?

Affected pigs will exhibit visible clinical signs of swine fever after 5-10 days of post infection
as acute, chronic and congenital forms. Symptoms and lesions recorded are as below-

Affected pigs show high fever (105-8°F), go off food, reluctant to
move and remain huddle together

Pigs exhibit conjunctivitis and gummed-up eyes, nasal discharge.

Affected sow shows severe depression, generalized erythema.

Difficult respiration and coughing.

Blotchy discolouration of the skin, Cyanosis of ears, purpuric lesions over
eyelids and snout and erythema over forelimb in grower pig.

Animals show lethargy, weakness of hindquarters, progressive paralysis.




Constipation followed by diarrhoea in affected pigs.

Infected pregnant sow abort and delivers still births and weak litters.

Opening of dead pigs show haemorrhagic and dark spots in the Spleen.

Pin point haemorrhage in kidney giving "Turkey egg" appearance.
* ] Inflammed lymph nodes and mesentery.

Ulcer formation in the large bowel and haemorrhages on the mucous
membrane of the urinary bladder.

mm Lock your farm and donot allow pigs to move ouit.
m Inform nearest Veterinary Doctor to confirm the disease. If require send
appropriate samples through Vet to the laboratory for diagnosis of Hog cholera.

mm Separate affected pigs and treat with antibiotics and vitamin in consultation with
local Vet.

m Spray regularly with 4% washing soda or 4% phenol in the farm surrounding
and floor of the pig house. Wash utensils with potash solution.

= Stop frequent movement of vehicles, persons through farm area.

mm Burry dead pigs putting sufficient lime or washing soda.

mm Stop selling pork, piglets in the market.
m Donot provide hotel/house hold waste to pigs.

How you make your pig farm free from Hog cholera?

m  Keep constant vigil on pigs at every morning and evening.

m  Donot buy piglets from market. Always select healthy piglets from known pig farm.

m Donot allow newly purchased piglet to mix with your old stock. Rather observe
3-4 weeks in isolated location for presence of any disease.




M Always provide cooked hotel and house hold waste to pigs. It will
destroy the Hog cholera virus.

m Keep youself and farm surrounding clean. Dip feet/shoes in potash
solution before entering into the farm house. .
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Regularly Vaccinate pigs against Hog Cholera as per schedule- tr(ﬁ\
